Tens of thousands flee as
Syrian regime makes Idlib

push

ik

The Syrian regime, led by
President Bashar al-Assad,
has resumed airstrikes
on rebel-held areas, such
as Idlib province, where
medical organizations
say several hospitals and
medical facilities have
been hit over the past two
weeks.

The officials said that
around half of the civilian
population of 2 million
people in Idlib province
had already been living
in “extremely dire”
circumstances before
being forced to flee again
in the winter cold.

“They are particularly
vulnerable as they were
displaced before, and
they are fleeing into
areas that are extremely
packed -- full to capacity
-- and struggling to cope
particularly now with
the weather,” one of the
officials said.

Idlib province, which
borders Turkey, is the
largest remaining rebel-
held territory in Syria.

The Syrian regime has
retaken control of much of

the countryin the past year
with the help of Russian
forces and has launched an
offensive to seize Idlib, the
only province that came
under full rebel control in
the near-seven-year war.

Idlib and other nearby
rebel-held areas have
been designated as
“de-escalation zones”
in a Russia-engineered
agreement with Assad.

But violence has erupted
in the province in recent
weeks. Airstrikes by the
regime and violence
by rebels there are in
violation of a truce put
forward by Russia and
agreed to by Assad.

News: Turkish President
Recep Tayyip Erdogan on
Friday blasted the United
States and Israel for their
meddling in the internal
affairs of Pakistan and
Iran.

The same intervention was
also seen in countries like
Iraq, Syria, Libya, Tunisia,
Sudan and Chad, Erdogan
told the press in Istanbul
before leaving for France
for a visit.

“Look, all these countries
are lIslamic countries
and their peoples are all
Muslims,” he said.

Since protests broke out
across Iran last week, US
President Donald Trump
has voiced his support for
the demonstrators, while
Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu
praised them for taking
to the streets to protest
against the government.

In addition, Trump has
lashed out at Pakistan for
not rendering enough help
to Washington to hunt
down Afghan terrorists.

In his remarks in Istanbul,
Erdogan also urged
Washington to reconsider
“its sense of justice”
as a Turkish banker was
convicted in a US court
for helping Iran evade
sanctions.

“If this is the US
understanding of justice,
then the world is doomed,”
said the Turkish leader.

Erdogan claimed that the
United States has been
operating a process that
includes “a serious chain
of plots” against Ankara.

“Not only in law but also in
economy as well,” he said,
warning that bilateral
legal accords with the
United States were “losing
validity.” Page 2

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5. There are no green
stars. Although there
are scattered claims for
stars that appear green,

including Beta Librae -

(Zuben Eschamali), most
observers do not see
green in any stars except
as an optical effect from
their telescopes, or-else
an idiosyncratic: quirk
of personal vision and
contrast. Stars emit a
spectrum (“rainbow”) of:
colors, including green,
but the human eye-
brain connection mixes
the colors together in
a manner that rarely if
ever comes out green.
One color can dominate
the radiation, but within
the range of wavelengths
and intensities found in
stars, greens get mixed
with other colors, and the
star appears white. For
stars, the general colors
are, from lower to higher
temperatures, red,
orange, yellow, white
and blue. So as far as the
human eye can tell, there
are no green stars.

6. Our sun is a green star.

INTERESTING
FACTS ABOUT
STARS (Part 2)

That being said, the sun
is a “green” star, or more
specifically, a green-
blue star, whose peak
wavelength lies clearly
in the transition area on
the spectrum between
blue and green. This is
not just an idle fact, but
is important because the
temperature of a star is
related to the color of
its most predominate
wavelength of emission.
(Whew!) In the sun’s case,
the surface temperature
is about 5,800 K, or 500
nanometers, a green.

7. Our ‘sun -is -a dwarf
star. We are: accustomed
to ‘think of the sun as
a “normal” star, and in
many respects, it is. But
did you know that it is a
“dwarf” star? You: may
have heard of @ “white
dwarf,” but that is not
a regular star at all, but
the corpse of a dead
star. Technically, as far as
“normal” stars go (that is,
astronomical objects that
produce their own energy
through sustained and
stable hydrogen

The nikkah is preceded by a
lot of preliminary events
such as mayun , mehendi,
dars (this has also become a
fashion statement. In fact it
has often been witnessed
that a dars is followed by a
dholki!), bridal shower and
then the actual wedding and
rukhsati, whereas in Islam a
wedding feast is strictly for-
bidden, only the valima
holds place.

People are adapting the
western culture of dancing
at the wedding and valima
reception too along with
mehendi and mayuns!

Firecrackers and aerial firing
mark wedding festivities
with no regards to the prob-

lem they may be causing to
the neighbors and the statis-
tics that record deaths due
to aerial firing.

Wedding festivities go on ftill
wee hours and the bride is
sent away to her new home
with the copy of the Quran
held over her head, under
the watchful eye of the cam-
era lenses and in view of a
lot of non-mehrams!

Unfortunately all these acts
have become such an inte-
gral part of our ceremonies
that one doesn’t even stop
to think over the implica-
tions or the logic of these
acts. So drugged is everyone
in the so called joy of merry
making.

Whether one can afford it or
not, dowry has a become a
norm. from well to do fami-
lies to not so well estab-
lished ones, religious or
non-religious, dowry is given
by the parents as it’s a mat-
ter of pride, and received by
the groom’s family, if noth-
ing, than under the pretext
that what could we say, they
have given to their daughter
, its their happiness in doing
so!

Lacs of money is spent on
makeup, dresses, food , ven-
ue rent, stage and arrange-
ments and even than guests
are relatives have negative

comments to make. They
come, they eat, they com-
ment and leave and next day
it’s all forgotten as preps are
made to attend yet another
wedding event!

Reminds me of a joke | came
across on the social media, it
said something along the
lines of:

‘Duniya mai log, shadi kai
aglay din khushiyan manatai
hain, Pakistan mai Phupi ko
manatai hai!’

Meaning: While in the rest
of the world people cele-
brate in happiness the mar-
riage of a closed one the day
after the wedding, in Paki-
stan, the family is trying to
make amned with a miffed
aunt who probably got up-
set over some trivial issue
during the wedding festivi-
ties and is now throwing a
tantrum!

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there are only “dwarfs,”
“giants” and “super
giants.” The giants and
supergiants represent the
terminal (old age) stages of
stars, but the vast majority
of stars, those in the long,
mature stage of evolution
(Main Sequence) are all
called “dwarfs.” There is
quite a bit of range in size
here, but they are all much
smaller than the giants and
super giants. So technically,
the sun is a dwarf star,
sometimes called “Yellow
Dwarf” in contradiction to
the entry above!

8. Stars don’t twinkle.
Stars appear to twinkle
(“scintillate”), especially
when they are near the
horizon. One star, Sirius,
twinkles, sparkles and
flashes so much some times
that people actually report
it as a UFO. But in fact, the
twinkling is not a property
of the stars, but of Earth’s
turbulent atmosphere. As
the light from a star passes
through the atmosphere,
especially when the star
appears near the horizon,
it must pass through many

layers of often rapidly
differing density. This has
the effect of deflecting the
light slightly as it were a ball
in a pinball machine. The
light eventually gets to your
eyes, but every deflection
causes it to change slightly
in color and intensity. The
result is “twinkling.” Above
the Earth’s atmosphere,
stars do not twinkle.

9. You can see 20 quadrillion
miles, at least. On a good
night, you can see about
19,000,000,000,000,000
miles, easily. That’s 19
quadrillion miles, the
approximate distance to the
bright star Deneb in Cygnus.
which is prominent in the
evening skies of Fall and
Winter.

10. Black holes don’t suck.
And it is a common worry
among the ill-informed
that the so-far hypothetical
“mini” black holes that may
be produced by the Large
Hadron Collider would suck
in everything around them
in an ever increasing vortex
that would consume the
Earth!
